Attributes

Attributes are a way to customize elements on an HTML page
Any element can have attributes
Attributes are typically written as AttributeName=AttributeValue

Headings

Headings are large text that appear on a webpage
Headings help draw the user's eye to content

Headings also help search engines see what is on your webpage

Text Formats

There are many different types of tags you can use to describe text
This changes the size, color, format, etc of the text

This is commonly used to highlight or design text so it is more visually
appealing

<b> Bold

<small> Make text small

<em> Emphasized or italicized
<sub> Subscript

<del> Deleted or Strikethrough Text
<mark> Marked or Highlighted

<ins> Insert Text

e (Quotations are used to cite copyrighted or original work on your site

e (Quotation tags are used by search engines

e Most of the time attributes used by quotations will not appear on your
page

e You can achieve the same visual effect of quotations by using other tags
but your site will not be as search engine friendly




Examples of Quotations

<abbr> Used for an abbreviation or acronym

<address> Used to display an address

<bdo> Defines the text direction

<blockquote> Used to define a section that is quoted from another source. Note

the cite attribute is only used by search engines

<cite> Makes text italicized and is typically used to cite the title of a work

<q> Used for short inline quotation

Comments in HTML

Comments are a way to describe what your code is doing
Comments are not executed by the browser

Comments are written as follows

<!=-- This is a comment -->
<!-=- This comment

Spans multiple lines -->



Why comment your code?

e Comments help other people better understand your code
e You can leave notes and to dos in your code to help you stay organized



You can also comment out your code
